PLAYER ABILITY REQUIREMENTS

® To register for a 13U COMP team, players must be able to consistently shoot 45 or
better for 9-holes from the red tee markers at Glenmoor GC.

® 17U Players must be able to shoot 40 or better for 9-holes from the red tee
markers at Glenmoor GC to be eligible for our COMP teams.

PROGRAM DETAILS:

17U Teams COMP
Ages 14-17 years old

e Regular Season: teams of 8-12 (Team size based on participation)
e All-Star Postseason: teams of 6 players

o Regular season players will be eligible to try out for a championship
season spot on our All-Star Teams if they meet the ability requirements
The players who do not qualify for All-Stars will be alternates.

13U Teams COMP
Ages 7-13 years old
e Regular Season: teams of 10-12 players
e All-Star Postseason: teams of 8 players
o Regular season players will be eligible to try out for a championship
season spot on our All-Star Teams. The players who do not qualify for
All-Stars will be alternates.

o Must be 10 years or older to qualify for All-Stars

We will try out every 2-person combination for our Championship All Star teams. That
will help us build our All-star rosters. Our goal is to have depth to build multiple teams
that could win in the Postseason. Not every player will be eligible to try out for all
stars but may be alternates. We will keep working and building our players and have
some benchmarks for them to reach.



The number of All Stars teams we are eligible for depends on the overall participation of
Glenmoor PGA Jr League. For every 24 kids we get 1 all-star team.

TRAVEL OPPORTUNITIES
e We will plan travel matches to St. George, UT (Black Desert); Heber UT; Brigham City

and working on our out of State venue. We will be doing some late winter intense short
game work in St George. Dates TBD. Could change based on availability. We will host
the Canyon Springs team from Twin Falls this year. We are hoping to make it a big
multiple day event and invite multiple teams. These venues are not a guarantee, we are
continually working with Golf Courses who will host us. Dates are not set yet. A
schedule will be provided once dates and times are confirmed.
